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SOFT LANDSCAPE

CULTIVATION

Cultivate all planting and turf areas by deep ripping to a depth of 300mm .Apply gypsum at a rate of Tkgper m2 to ripped soil. Apply
Organic matter 200mm deep over ripped soil. Apply imported soil to prepared planting holes.

IMPORTED SOILS

Imported soil to be a standard "AM-Grow Garden King" premium garden blend or similar to AS4419 consisting of 60% Composted
Organics: 40% Mineral Components. a pH of 6.0 to 7.0 and LawnCare to AS4419 consisting of 70% Composted Organics. 30% Mineral
Components. a pH of 6.0 to/.0.

"Hydrocell" foam flakes to be applied to all planting bed, pot containers and turf areas.

PLANTING

Plants shall be container grown well formed pest and disease free true to species stated and nominated size. Plants are to be watered
adequately to sustain healthy growth at a minimum of three times weekly for the first 12 weeks and once weekly when established.
FERTILIZING

All plants shall be fertilized at time of planting with blend of 10kg blood & bone & kg osmocote.

MULCHING

All garden areas are to be mulched to a depth of 100mm with an organic mulch. pine bark fines. Finish mulch flush with adjoining edges and
ensure mulch depth is reduced around stem of plants. All weed matter should be removed prior to placement of mulches. Separate organic
mulch from foundations and structures with a 300mm deep aggregate termite barrier.
